The School of Holistic Studies Code of Conduct

The Code of Conduct of The school of holistic Studies is required to be carried out and adhered to by all students and qualified Therapists who have attained qualifications from the school. Two copies should be signed by the student once they have embarked on a course of study; one to be kept by the therapist and the other by the school. 

The Code of Conduct includes:

1) Above all, I will not harm. (This pertains to fellow peers and clients, in any physical or mental capacity). 
2) I will conduct myself in an appropriate professional manner at all times towards my fellow peers and clients.

3) I will not promise to cure any illness or complaint of a peer/ client.

4) I will not diagnose a client unless I am medically qualified to do so.

5) I will, at all times, seek the consent of my peer/client, before establishing physical contact or any therapy procedure.

6) I will not physically touch any peer or client in an inappropriate way.

7) I will explain the contra- indications related to a client/ peer and provide appropriate information regarding contra-indications, before seeking  consent to provide treatment for them.

8) I will keep any clients who have been referred to me by a GP informed of the client’s progress if required.

9) I will at all times respect the integrity of all another health care professionals.

10) I will not recommend to any client to discontinue medical treatment prescribed by a GP without written approval.

11) I will maintain client confidentiality at all times.*1

12) I will not use offensive language or carry out disruptive behaviour in class or whilst practicing therapies.

13) I will, whilst peers/clients are in my care, ensure that they are protected from harm*2

14) I will at no time abuse the knowledge and skills I have attained through the school.

15) I shall not engage in any inappropriate relationship with a client and abuse my position as a therapist.

16) I shall only practice therapies professionally, in which I have gained a professional qualification for.

17)  I will remain consistent in being non-judgemental of clients with regard to ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, morality or lifestyle.

18) I understand that if I do not adhere to all of the above code of conduct, the validity of my Certificates awarded by this school may be terminated.

Notes: Re 11) *1: Client confidentiality must be maintained at all times with the following exceptions:

· When there is a serious risk of harm to the client such as threatened suicide
· To protect others. For example information about possible child abuse must be disclosed to appropriate agencies

· To prevent a serious criminal act, especially where others might be endangered or harmed, for example by physical assault or terrorism.
Re 13)*2: This is pertaining to factors such as following health and safety regulations; informing the peer/client of procedures you intend to carry out so that they are allowed to make choices regarding your suggestions for treatment.
